	E.  We know not to be terrorized by terrorism: “Do Not Be Afraid.” (Psalm 91:5)
	F.   A new plan for Bible study is introduced: “Eat the Scroll.”

III.  Of all the possible applications to the USA in this book, chapter 16 is key.
	A.  The Word of the Lord is the source of this information.
	B.  The Sovereign Lord is overseeing the nations of the earth, including ours.
	C.  Consequences are inevitable.
	D.  The solution then and now is a covenant relationship with the Sovereign Lord.

IV.  Chapter 17 shows us how to find Jesus in the Old Testament.
	A.  Underpinning all hope and certainty is the fulfillment of the promises of old.
	B.  The Kingdom of Heaven is like a mustard seed planted.
	C.  The message of hope is the message of the Messiah.

V.  Chapter 18 hears the echoes of the announcement in the New Testament of the
      Messiah.
	A.  Repent, for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.
	B.  Do we realize the significance of Heaven’s location?
